Local Plan Amendment – Affect on West Linton
I am writing to you as a resident of West Linton with concerns regarding the impact of the recently issued local plan amendment.  Add text relevant to your individual concerns.  The provision of structured recreation space in the amended local plan is completely insufficient for current needs, and will be increasingly so in the future for our growing community. I would like to see this changed in the plan.
The plan amendment now has an additional 102 houses in the village whereas the previous plan amendment allowed for an additional 62 houses. This extra housing has implications for the school-age population of the village and therefore increases the chances that the new school would be extended to a 14 class building to accommodate this additional requirement. Neither this plan amendment nor its predecessor made any specific provision for suitable playing fields.  The area nominated to build the new school includes the current, well-used playing fields and there are no guarantees that the current size and space for playing fields will be maintained.  I would like SBC to consider changing some of the land allocated for new housing to be better allocated towards a playing field area.
In West Linton there are a number of organisations that regularly use the current playing fields.  Having a space central in the village, co-located with a new school and set aside for sports fields would provide a lasting legacy for the health and wellbeing of the population of West Linton and the local area.

I urge SBC to use this time to update the plan to provide an area that could house a good quality school and playground as well as a proper playing field area suitable for use by the population of West Linton.
